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The Effect of The Festival in Intangible
Heritage in the Governorates of Damascus

Abstract

Damascus possesses a cultural heritage that is deeply rooted in
history. This heritage was formed by the intermingling of the cultures
of peoples who settled in the region, and the governorate has inherited
its great intangible heritage for its people. In view of the great
openness in the information world today, Damascus has begun to lose
part of its image and distinctive nature; so this research came to find
out the possibility of preserving and reviving the intangible heritage
by holding festivals in Damascus Governorate.

Initially, the researcher has conducted in-depth interviews with
some residents of the governorate to demonstrate the research
problem and its hypotheses and to determine the variables, then the
researcher relied on the descriptive approach, as well as the single
cross-sectional design in selecting the research sample consisting of
100 individuals from the Governorate of Damascus. (They have been
asked once).

This study found that there is a significant effect of festivals in

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reviving the intangible heritage in the governorate of Damascus, and
this relationship is characterized by directness between the dependent
and independent variables.

And the study also found a weakness in the elements of
establishing festivals in the governorate, and this is due to the lack of
security during the previous period, in addition to the low quality
services resulting from the destruction of the large part of the
infrastructure during the war, which led to a small number of
festivals in the governorate of Damascus.
